Over 
the past decade, volunteer and staff 
medical professionals have brought 
help, healing and hope to Pine Belt 
adults who cannot afford routine 
healthcare. 

A few highlights of Hattiesburg’s first 
and only free medical clinic: 

- On-site services include physician 
appointments, lab tests, physical 
therapy, prescription medication, 
pulmonary services, chronic condition 
education, case management and 
nutrition counseling.

- Free specialty service referrals 
to generous providers of dental 
extractions and cleanings, licensed 
professional counseling, diagnostic 
testing and surgeries.

- Since 2020, dedicated clinic 
volunteers have connected with

pharmaceutical companies to obtain 
donations of expensive non-narcotic 
prescription medications for chronic 
conditions like diabetes and COPD. 
Over the last five years, this amazing 
volunteer team has facilitated 
donations valued in excess of 
$1,750,000 — all at no cost to our clinic 
or our patients.

- Fellowship Health Clinic has received 
a Gold Seal for Quality Standards from 
the National Association of Free and 
Charitable Clinics each year since 2020.
