For our organization, 'Team' is a 
Core Value. We’re thankful to be a 
part of a most interesting, diverse, 
and gifted team. It is a huge 
privilege to lead this group as we 
share a common purpose - people 
knowing Jesus Christ as Savior and 
Lord and growing to maturity. We’re 
also thankful to have such a caring 
and generous team praying for us 
and giving sacrificially. We 
appreciate you all so much and 
thank God for you. 

Our Canadian teammates are on a home assignment and caring for their new 
baby girl who came along about 16 weeks early.
