How to Use This Study

Simple. Consistent. Transformational.

Daily Rhythm (5–10 Minutes)

• Set aside time – Choose a consistent time each day

• Read the passage slowly – Don’t rush; notice what stands out

• Reflect on the question(s) – Be honest and thoughtful

• Pray – Ask God how to live it out in your everyday life

Weekly Discipleship Rhythm

Meet once a week with your discipleship partner to grow together:

• Share what stood out to you from the week

• Talk through how God is shaping your heart and perspective

• Discuss where you’ve seen growth—or struggled

• Encourage one another and pray together

• Identify one practical step to live out this week

Helpful Tips

• Consistency matters more than perfection

• Be real, not just “right” in your answers

• Write things down so you can track what God is doing

• Stay accountable to your partner

• Focus on application—not just information
