World Outreach Update:  
A and H, Persian People 

Please pray for them and the people of IR during this extremely challenging and 

uncertain time.  

Here are ways to pray: 

 Pray for God's direction for ministry partnerships and invitations to serve Persian 

churches in person across the diaspora.  

 Pray for the ongoing internet and phone shutdown by authorities to end. This is 

causing immense stress to all Iranians anywhere they live. A& H are still waiting to 

hear from H's family and friends there.  

 Pray for the protection of civilians. Pray similarly for armed forces sent to the 

region. 

 Pray for wisdom and guidance for national leaders and military leaders, and global 

leaders, that they would act with clarity, restraint, courage, and justice in the 

decisions before them. 

 Pray for justice, that the crimes, murders, and oppression of the Islamic regime 

would not be hidden, and that the Lord would bring truth into the light and 

vindicate the suffering. 

 Pray for protection for believers, especially converts, house-church leaders, and 

families already living under pressure. 

 Pray for true spiritual awakening across the nation.   

 Pray that the Lord would open a wide door for the gospel, according to Colossians 

4:3. 

 Pray for the raising up of pastors, elders, evangelists, and disciplers. 

 Pray for the future of church planting, that strong, biblical, gospel-centered 

churches would be established throughout the country in future seasons. 

 Pray for the global church to stand alongside IR believers, not merely in sympathy, 

but in sustained prayer, service to provide needed resources, partnership, and 

mission. 

 Pray for Persian ministries across the diaspora, for God’s wisdom, grace, and 

provision to continue serving their people and homeland for His glory.
