Did you know? 

• Per recent survey, only 20% of the 

U. S. believes the Bible to be true. 

• Only 22% of Western Europe 

attends church at least monthly. 

• Christians in 55 countries of the world face loss of homes, imprisonment, or death 

for actively practicing their faith. 

• 1.5 billion people in the world do not have the full Bible in their 1st language; 180 

million people have none of it. 

• An estimated 3 billion people in the world are considered to be unreached by the 

Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Westminster Shorter Catechism, Questions 8—12 

 How does God carry out his decrees?  

Answer: God carries out his decrees in the works of creation and providence.  

 What is the work of creation?  

Answer: The work of creation is the making by God of all things from nothing, 
by his powerful word, in the space of six days, and all very good.  

 How did God create man?  

Answer: God created man, male and female, in his own image, in knowledge, 
righteousness, and holiness, with rule over the creatures.  

  What are God’s works of providence?  

Answer: God’s works of providence are his most holy, wise, and powerful 
preservation and control of all  his creatures, and all their actions. 

 What special act of providence did God exercise toward man in the state in 
which he was created?  

Answer: When God had created man, he entered into a covenant of life with him, 
on condition of perfect obedience, forbidding him to eat of the tree of 
the knowledge of good and evil on penalty of death.
