As we approach Purim and Passover this season, the news has been filled with what seems 
like dark tidings. Even the weather seems to be against us sometimes. However, as I look 
back, there are plenty of moments that seem dark or uncertain throughout history and even 
our modern lives. What matters is to know that we have a loving and faithful GOD who sees 
and moves, even when it doesn’t feel like it. It is during those times that we are sometimes 
called to be the hand that GOD uses, like Esther, when told of the dire news from Mordecai of 
the edict that all Jews were to be eliminated on a single day. Her courage and faith to stand 
is what we now celebrate today, as well as the recognition that GOD sees and acts. We have 
other numerous examples from the Scriptures of similar events that showed the miracle of 
GOD. Some of these stories are large, and some are just footnotes, but they don’t diminish 
the fact that GOD sees all and each action moved to a greater and grander plan. 

A more historical example outside of Scripture happened with the Allied victory march through 
Germany during World War II. At the start of Passover of 1945: March 28, 1945, Americans 
and Russians had breaking victories left and right, leading them to the eventual liberation 
of countless concentration camps. Meanwhile, individuals and those in and around Camp 
Buchenwald actively ran an underground resistance to help keep prisoners alive. If it weren’t 
for those important victories outside and inside, they wouldn’t have liberated Buchenwald on 
April 11, 1945, and there wouldn’t be individuals to save by the time the USA troops marched 
in on that morning. A heavy historical note to think about for sure. It makes me wonder about 
all the other stories that happened during that time, when the weight of standing up had 
major risks, or just small acts alone can have major impacts. I can even recall a modern story 
I heard where someone was moved to send a hot water bottle to a missionary overseas, 
despite it not being requested. That hot water bottle ended up saving a premature baby, a 
miracle that was in the making for months or even weeks before the crisis occurred. 

That is why we, as servants of GOD, need to be willing to stand at any time and any place; 
be willing to do what GOD calls us to do. Romans 6:18 (KJV) “Being then made free from 
sin, ye became the servants of righteousness;” is a good reminder of this daily task. To 
stand and act as servants of righteousness is no easy task, but it is one calling that, over time 
and time again, has made an impact. Who knows when your small act to stand will occur and 
how big an impact it will have. So, I encourage you; all actions done in love and righteousness 
aren’t necessarily small, they can be the first crucial step towards GOD’s plan for us all.

Our GOD Who Sees, Acts, and Calls

An elderly woman holds a faded 
blue-and-grey striped prison uniform – 
the one she was forced to wear in the 
Nazi concentration camps.

Her name was Andrée Peel – 
known to the French Resistance as

Issued in 1958 for Israel's 10th 
Anniversary, known as the 
"Liberation" or "Israel Liberata" 
medal, commemorates the transition 
from ancient Roman exile to modern 
independence. Designed by Rothschild 
and Lippmann, it contrasts the "Judea 
Capta" coin (a mourning woman under a 
palm tree) with a new scene of a woman 
holding a child and a farmer. This medal 
was designed to turn the shame of the 
ancient Roman coin into a symbol of 
national rebirth.

Have you ever attempted to intervene at some 
point in your life and failed? I have, and I felt 
bad, ashamed, guilty, and disappointed. I used all 
my resources, knowledge, and skills only to fail. 
I was unsuccessful in my attempt to intervene for 
those I was trying to help. Have you ever thought 
if I should have or would have or if I had tried to 
intervene, maybe that wouldn’t have happened? 
We don’t have to think about GOD in that way 
because He doesn’t have to wonder if He should. 
He is always ahead of the situations, problems, 
and needs.

I know that GOD intervenes in seen and unseen 
ways, and He never fails. He doesn’t use up His 
resources, knowledge, or skills. He steps in to 
prevent or to make something manifest in the 
natural and spiritual. He has always intervened 
for mankind from the beginning of Adam and 
Eve. He didn’t abandon them, but prevented 
them from eternal sin and death by putting them 
out of the Garden of Eden (Genesis 3:21-24). In 
the story of Joseph and Mary, GOD intervened 
through a dream and an angel to protect Yeshua 
(Matthew 2:13-14). When GOD intervenes for us 
after human powers fail, we know that it was the 
Lord’s supernatural powers!

We see in the Book of Esther how GOD 
intervened through using ordinary people. Queen 
Esther was a beautiful young lady who was an 
orphan and lived with her uncle. GOD worked 
through her obedience and willingness to lay 
her life down for her people despite the fear of 
losing her life. GOD loves working behind the 
scenes using people who we might not think 

are important. Esther intervened and ended up 
saving her people and GOD’S plan and purpose 
for the nation of Israel. Even when GOD 
seems absent, He is in control and uses human 
actions to protect His people! He is the Divine 
Intervener! 

We also see how GOD intervened in Moses’ 
birth, kept him quiet while he was hidden in 
his home, and kept him safe as he floated down 
the Nile River to Pharaoh’s palace. GOD kept 
him silent until the appointed time to cry. The 
unseen GOD worked behind the scenes to protect 
Israel’s deliverer: Exodus 2:2-3 NKJV 
(2)So the woman conceived and bore a son. 
And when she saw that he was a beautiful 
child, she hid him for three months. (3)But when 
she could no longer hide him, she took an ark 
of bulrushes for him, daubed it with asphalt 
and pitch, put the child in it, and laid it in the 
reeds by the river's bank. GOD had already 
planned who and how He was going to deliver 
His people from Egypt. GOD had even prepared 
the Egyptians' hearts through fear in blessing the 
Israelites with wealth. GOD even brought them 
out healed and whole; no one was feeble. 

Exodus 12:35-36 NKJV (35)Now the children 
of Israel had done according to the word of 
Moses, and they had asked from the Egyptians 
articles of silver, articles of gold, and clothing. 
(36)And the LORD had given the people favor in 
the sight of the Egyptians, so that they granted 
them what they requested. Thus, they plundered 
the Egyptians. 

GOD wants to be your Intervener. He has offered 
the way to Salvation! Will you accept Him as 
your personal Intervener? I encourage you to 
reflect on your seen and unseen interventions and 
your known and unknown miracles from 
THE GOD THAT INTERVENES!

I know that 
GOD intervenes 

in seen and unseen ways, 
and He never fails
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The emerging spring season of the biblical calendar year brings us to powerful commemorations such as 
Purim and Passover. Both these historical events involved GOD’s enablement for overcoming serious 
challenges that affected a whole community. In the days of Esther and Mordechai (yayyyy!) the challenges 
faced were embodied in Haman (boooo!!!) and his cohorts who were seeking to annihilate all Jewish people. 
In the case of Moshe and the children of Israel embedded in Egyptian servitude, they faced Pharaoh and a dominant 
pagan Egyptian culture. But do we in the Messianic Jewish Community today face serious challenges? Perhaps not yet at 
the level of a Haman or a Pharaoh, but rest assured, Messianic Jewish congregations and the Messianic Jewish Revival 
movement face challenges of all kinds. We could list many such challenges. Nevertheless, here are just 9 of the 
challenges we face today:

We are challenged in this generation…

1 To not lose sight of Yeshua as LORD, Messiah, Savior, and the only begotten Son of GOD. We must not 
compromise when it comes to the Person of Yeshua, even if others stray. There is no one like Yeshua!

2 To remain a full-Bible focused community that is not tethered to only one section of the Word, 
	 whether the Torah, Revelation, or any other part of the Bible. Our Bible is a Genesis-to-Revelation 

Bible. As 2 TIMOTHY 3:16 CJB says: “All Scripture is God-breathed and is valuable for teaching the truth, 
convicting of sin, correcting faults and training in right living; 17 thus anyone who belongs to God may 
be fully equipped for every good work.”

3 To maintain an accurate, on-target message. Teaching repentance toward GOD and faith in Yeshua as the 
only Way, Truth, and Life is a must if we are to make talmidim. Our challenge is to uphold in word and in deed the 
apostles’ decree: “For there is salvation in no other name but Yeshua…” ACTS 4:12

4 To emphasize godly character over lineage. If a person exhibits terrible moral character, the impact on the 
community will be detrimental regardless of that person’s lineage. The dream and vision of the late Dr. Martin 
Luther King should be reflected in our Messianic Jewish communities; “I have a dream that my four little children 
will one day live in a nation where they will not be judged by the color of their skin but by the content of their 
character.” Honoring people of godly character is an essential ingredient to a healthy, growing community. Our 
synagogues must not compromise godliness for lineage. 

5 To not dilute or lose our love for Israel and the Jewish people. The hatred of Israel and the Jewish people 
that has surfaced since the heinous attacks on Israel on October 7, 2023, is a wake-up call for all of us. We must 
hold fast to our love of the Jewish people and our support of the Jewish State of Israel.

6 To maintain adequate funding. The number of people who donate 10% of their total income into the 
storehouse of their Messianic community is quite small. This parallels statistics on church giving: 

	 “…only 5-10% of church attendees follow traditional tithing behavior. That’s no surprise. Disappointing? 
Sure… More than three-quarters of [those who actually tithe] give beyond the 10% mark…77% of committed 
tithers tithe above and beyond a 10% tithing amount. Not many people tithe, but it’s clear that those who do 
understand generosity.”  [https://careynieuwhof.com/church-giving-statistics/]

7 To avoid compromise on all levels. This includes not professing a morality inconsistent with GOD’s word, 
	 getting caught up in the ongoing divisions and controversies that inundate the Church, political activism of one 

type or another, or a myriad of other issues that can bring division and shipwreck to a Messianic community. 
	 Also, submission to non-biblical Jewish teachings and practices can lead a person, family, or community astray. 
	 TITUS 1:14 CJB tells us to: “no longer pay attention to Judaistic myths or to the commands of people 

who reject the truth.”

8 To raise up Jewish leadership to lead future generations.  Calling a congregation a ‘Messianic Jewish’ 
congregation if there are no Jewish people in the community seems off-kilter or even disingenuous. Jewish 
leadership helps foster observance of those ‘Jewish’ things practiced in Bible-based Messianic Jewish 
congregations. 

9 To have patience unto the harvest.  “So be patient, brothers and sisters, until the coming of the Lord. 
See how the farmer waits for the precious fruit of the earth, being patient for it until it receives the 
early and late rain.  8 You also be patient. Strengthen your hearts because the coming of the Lord is 
near. 9 Do not grumble against one another, brothers and sisters, so that you may not be judged. 
Behold, the judge is standing at the doors.” JAMES 5:7 – 9 TLV

Yes, the Judge is at the door. May believers everywhere, and specifically all who love the Jewish people and are in 
Messianic Jewish congregations, be found having victory over their challenges in Yeshua’s Name. Surely, He comes 
quickly, and His reward is with Him.

When we think of ‘intervention’ several situations may come to mind;  a child in need of wise counsel, 
turning points in life, family members seeking assistance, or acquaintances at their wits’ end. It may be a 
combination of any of the above; dilemmas caused by, or due to, decisions made in a moment’s despair, 
the heat of a disagreement, or a long-time personal issue. 
Sometimes we see these situations clearly, but other times they may cloud our minds and our judgment. 
We cry out to ADONAI for supernatural intervention when we ourselves are at our wits' end. 
But intervention from on high may not be what we imagine it will be. Sometimes intervention from the 
Most High is covert, subtle, and takes a little while to be seen in the making or at work. 
The Old Testament Scriptures are a continuous history recounting interventions by ADONAI, obviously 
and subtly. In either instance, prayer to the Most High on behalf of our loved ones can begin a chain of 
events that will indeed, ultimately lead to ‘Thy will be done’. Whatever the outcome, we can bank on that.
As followers of Messiah Yeshua, we send up many prayers on behalf of others: family, loved ones, 
acquaintances, coworkers, ourselves, and even strangers, for The Hand of the Almighty to move in a 
mighty way. And what comes next is the ‘Thy will be done’ part. We don’t (or won’t) always get to witness 
the work He is doing, but we continue to pray, and so, know His work and will are being done, no matter 
the outcome.

Romans 8:26-27 (ESV) reads
	 “Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know what to pray for as we  
	 ought, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words. 
	 And He who searches hearts knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit 
	 intercedes for the saints according to the will of ADONAI. And we know that for those 
	 who love ADONAI all things work together for good, for those who are called according 
	 to His purpose.” 

All things work together for good means All things.

There are occasions when He works quickly, and the fruit of that work can be seen easily and immediately. 
Hallelujah that we “shall look upon the goodness of the LORD in the land of the living! Wait for The 
LORD; be strong, and let your heart take courage; wait for the LORD!” Psalm 27:13-14 (ESV)

As the Israelites fled toward the Sea of Reeds (Red Sea), faith and courage were what they needed most;

As it seemed chariots and horsemen would overtake 
them, a miraculous intercession unfolded. The Angel of the LORD, who was leading, and the pillar of cloud 
that was before them, moves behind the whole of the nation, positioned between the two camps

while waiting for His intercession, let’s not forget that He has a plan, and any intervention, 
seen or unseen, covertly or overtly, is by His will and ultimately for His glory.

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Elohim Who Intervenes

Do you believe that Elohim is the G-d who intervenes in our lives? A deist is a person who 
believes that after G-d created the world and the natural laws, He stepped out of the world 
and said to the people that He created: “Bye-bye.  Now you are on your own”. But does the 
Bible say this? No. On the contrary, the Bible reveals that G-d has been very active in the 
lives of the people He created!  In the Tanakh, in Sefer Shemot (Book of Exodus), Elohim 
intervened when he delivered the children of Israel out of slavery in Egypt. In the Brit 
Chadashah, the New Covenant, G-d intervened through Yeshua.  Yochanan/John 1:1 KJV 
“In the beginning was (Yeshua) and (Yeshua) was with God and (Yeshua) was God.” Yeshua 
intervened when He forgave sins, healed people, fed and saved His people. The following 
Scriptures are some examples of Yeshua's interventions:

Yeshua forgives sins.  Mattiyahu 9:2 KJV "And behold; they brought to (Yeshua) a man sick 
of the palsy lying on a bed. And Yeshua, seeing their faith, said to the sick of palsy; Son be of 
good cheer; your sins (are) forgiven." And in Luke 7:47- 48 KJV Yeshua said: "47(Therefore) I 
say to (you); her sins which are many; are forgiven; for she loved much; but to whom little is 
forgiven; the same loves little. And he said to her your sins are forgiven."

Yeshua heals.  Mattiyahu 8:14 -15 KJV " 14 And when (Yeshua) was come into Peter's (Kefa's) 
house; he saw his wife's mother laid; and sick of a fever. 15And he touched her hand, and the 
fever left her; and she arose and ministered unto them." At another time Yeshua healed a 
blind man in Yochanan 9:6-7 KJV "6when (Yeshua) had thus spoken; he spat on the ground; 
and made clay of the spittle and he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay. 7And he 
said to him go wash in the pool of Siloam (which is by interpretation Sent). He went his way 
therefore and washed and came seeing." 

Yeshua feeds.  Yochanan 6:8-13 KJV " 8One of his (talmidim), Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, 
said unto him, 9There is a lad here, which has five barley loaves, and two small fishes:  but 
what are they among so many?  10And (Yeshua) said, Make the men sit down. So the men 
sat down, in number about five thousand. 11And Yeshua took the loaves; and when he had 
given thanks, he distributed to the (talmidim), and the (talmidim) to them that were sat down; 
and likewise of the fishes as much as they (wanted).  12When they were filled, he said to 
his (talmidim), Gather up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost. 13Therefore they 
gathered them together, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments of the five barley loaves 
which remained over and above to them that had eaten."     

Yeshua delivered.  Yeshua intervenes and saves people from danger. An example, 
Mark 4:37-39 KJV  " 37And there arose a great storm of wind, and the waves beat into the ship, 
so that it was now full (of water).  38And (Yeshua) was in the (bottom) of the ship asleep on a 
pillow:  and they awake him and say to him, Master, Carest you not that we perish? 39And he 
arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, (shalom) be still. And the wind ceased, and 
there was a great calm."

Elohim still intervenes  in our lives today. Can you remember a time when Elohim 
intervened in your life? But the most important time that Elohim intervened in our world 
was when he sent Yeshua to be our Passover Lamb. He was born in Beit Lechem 
(Bethlehem), where the lambs were raised that were to be sacrificed for Pesach.  Later, 
Yochanan, John the Immerser, said in John/Yochanan 1:36 KJV,"Behold the Lamb of God 
who takes away the sins of the world." Yeshua, Seh ha Elohim, the Lamb of G-d, died to 
forgive our sins, and rose again to give us everlasting life and to save us from the danger of hell 
for all who repent, turn back to Him, and obey Him. Rav Shaul said in 1 Corinthians 5:7-8,
" 7Purge out therefore the old leaven; that you may be a new lump, as you are unleavened.  
For even (Messiah) our Passover (lamb) is sacrificed for us. 8Therefore let us keep the Feast 
not with the old leaven of malice and wickedness, but with the unleavened bread (Matzah) of 
sincerity and truth."

		  Instructions:
1.	 Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Line two baking sheets with parchment paper.

2.	 Mix. In a bowl, cream the sugar and butter until fluffy. Add the egg, vanilla, zest, 

and salt. Mix until well combined. Then, add in the flour, baking powder, and 

juice. Mix until the dough forms.

3.	 Color and roll out the dough. Take out three small to medium-sized pieces 

of dough, leaving most of it in the bowl. In a separate dish, add a few drops of 

the food coloring to the piece of dough. Use a spoon or your hands to color 

each medium-sized piece to the desired color. Form them into ½-1 inch small 

balls. Roll out the non-colored dough, and place the small colorful balls on top. 

Press the balls down with your hand until flat. If using sprinkles, use your hand 

to gently press them into the dough. Use a rolling pin to gently smooth out the 

dough. 
4.	 Cut and shape. Using a 2-2 ½-inch glass rim or a cookie cutter, cut circles (or 

other shapes) from the dough. Place the circles, color side down, on the baking 

sheet. Fill the centers with a teaspoon of jam or your favorite filling (Nutella, 

apricot jam, etc.). Fold or pinch the sides up to form a hamentaschen.

5.	 Bake for 10-11 minutes. Place on a cooling rack.

6.	 Enjoy!

Notes:  Recipe makes about 30 cookies.  You can swap out the gluten- and dairy-containing ingredients 

for a gluten- and dairy-free option. Vegan food coloring and sprinkles can be found at Whole Foods.

      Another tasty recipe to make with Matzah, this recipe serves four.  

      Happy Passover!

		  Instructions:
1.	 Preheat the oven to 350°F.

2.	 In a large bowl, mix well until combined the cottage/ricotta cheese, 

spinach, egg, salt, pepper, garlic, basil, and ¼ cup of parmesan. 

3.	 Use an 8x8-inch square glass baking dish and add 1/3 cup of the 

marinara sauce evenly to the bottom of the dish.

4.	 Place one sheet of matzah on top of the sauce. Put 1/3 cup of the 

cheese-spinach mixture on the matzah and spread it evenly. Spread 1/3 cup 

of marinara sauce and sprinkle 1/3 cup of mozzarella cheese. This is the first 

layer. 
5.	 Do the same for the next 3 layers on top of the previous 1st layer. 

6.	 On the last layer, sprinkle 2 tablespoons of parmesan cheese. Cover tightly 

with aluminum foil, being careful not to let it touch the cheese.

7.	 Place in preheated oven. After 35 minutes, uncover and bake for another 

10 minutes until the cheese is golden brown. 

8.	 Garnish with fresh basil and more parmesan cheese as desired.

9.	 Enjoy while it is hot!

Notes:  You can replace the gluten- and dairy-containing ingredients with gluten-free and dairy-

free alternatives. Also, you can substitute with your favorite spices (oregano, paprika, herbs de 

Provence, etc).

		  What was it like for you to 
		  observe Passover in Israel?   
Spending time in Israel during the feast days of 
the LORD is an exciting venture. Or so it was for 
me. I’ve been blessed over the years to celebrate 
all the Appointed Times of the LORD in Israel. 
I especially enjoyed partaking of Passover seders 
in the Holy Land. Whether celebrating the Seder 
in private Israeli homes or in a community 
setting, my experiences remain precious 
to me. Each seder I celebrated in Israel was 
similar in basic format, yet each one had distinct 
differences. Celebrating Passover in Petach 
Tikvah as the only guest of Avi, a young friend 
of Yemenite Jewish background, at his family 
seder was memorable. Their family seder was 
conducted totally in Hebrew – they spoke no 

English - and in strict 
adherence to Yemenite 
Jewish customs. That 
meant their seder 
was lengthy, spanning 
nearly 6 hours by the 
time the meal, singing, 
and discussions were 

concluded. The food that was served at Avi’s 
parents’ home as part of ‘Shulchan Aruch’ was 
Yemenite Jewish food, meaning the food was quite 
‘harif’ or spicy yet flavorful. (I broke into a serious 
sweat during the meal as the hostess ‘mercilessly’ 
kept refilling my plate.) The community seders I 
also celebrated in Israel were less traditional in 
comparison, more egalitarian, and gave greater 
emphasis to agriculture and current events 
impacting Jewish people at that time. Both 
the traditional and the non-traditional seders I 
experienced while living in Israel were rewarding 
and meaningful. I loved celebrating the Seder 
with my own people, in our ancient tongue 
(Hebrew) and in our Homeland. Celebration of the 
holy days in Israel brings many good memories 
to mind. So what was it like for me to celebrate 
Passover in Israel? Wonderful!
